At the age of 16 he was arrested by the
authorities and, as a minor jailed for a short period of time and released.

At the age of seventeen he was arrested again and sentenced to six years in jail.

He was released from jail by the Soviet occupational forces in 1940 and went to work. At the end of
that year he was drafted into the Soviet Army and, since being a member of the Communist party
from 1938 was assigned to a unit of the N.K.V.D.

During the War he participated in many battles against the Nazi invaders and reached Vilnius and
Kaunas in 1944 where he was confronted with the fact that, except for his brother Jacob, his whole
family perished in the Holocaust.

He advanced in the hierarchy of the security forces and reached a high rank.

He participated in battles against the Lithuanian resistance units to the occupying regime. Most of
those resistance units called “zhaliukai”, were hiding in the forests, were supported by the rural
population and committed many murders against Soviet supporters, troops and any surviving Jew
they could find.

Many of them participated in the uprising against the Soviet forces in June 1941 and were shooting
at the retreating Soviet troops killing many of them.

Among the “zhaliukai” were many mass murderers who participated in the annihilation of the Jewish
community of Lithuania and all were afraid of Soviet revenge.

The fight against the Lithuanian resistance was led by a Soviet general, security forces and many
Lithuanian collaborators of higher rank than Dushansky yet only he was pointed out as an enemy,
committing crimes against the Lithuanian population.

Many of the Lithuanian collaborators are even today taking up important Government positions and
none of them is accused of the crimes the Lithuanian establishment is trying to unjustly ascribe to the
only Jew they could find.

This blatantly anti-Semitic move proves that nothing has changed. Hating Jews in Lithuania is as
widespread and virulent as ever.

On returning to Lithuania, after experiencing the reality of Stalin’s murderous regime Nachman’s
ideological commitment weakened and he became committed to helping the remnants of the Jewish
community to flee to the West.

In 1945 three loaded trucks taking fleeing Jews from Vilnius to Poland on the pretext that they were
Polish citizens, were stopped at the border by Soviet security forces.

There was shooting and a gitl, a survivor of the Shiauliai Ghetto, Dvora Bod was killed. Some of the
